The ASAB Medal is awarded annually to a member of the society who has made a significant contribution to the study of animal behaviour (see eligibility details below), and is a bronze medal that has been specially designed by Jonathan Kingdon. Council intends the medal to not only provide an appropriate way of recognising distinction in our field, but also to contribute to raising the profile of ASAB and the field of animal behaviour in the wider scientific community. Council seeks nominations that reflect the membership at large, and nominations for women are particularly encouraged as they tend to be underrepresented at the nomination stage. Eligibility: The ASAB Medal is awarded annually for any kind of contribution to the science of animal behaviour. This can be through teaching, writing, broadcasting, research, or through fostering any of these activities. The medal can also be awarded for specifically contributing to the affairs of ASAB. There is no limitation on age or career stage.

Nomination procedure: Members of ASAB are invited to nominate one or more candidates using the form below (please use a separate copy of this form for each person you wish to nominate). Please include a brief description of the nominee’s main achievements and contributions to the science of animal behaviour (up to 500 words), and a full CV of the nominee. Members are encouraged to submit the nomination form and all supporting documents via email. Nominations will be considered by Council at the Summer Council Meeting in August, and the award will be announced on the web site. Please note that all nominations will be considered for 3 consecutive years, and annual nominations for the same person are not necessary.
